INTERNAL BLACKLISTING POLICY
(January 2015)
1. The Club aims to have an “open door membership policy” as much as practicable.  However, it is recognised that a small minority of members and/or their families sometimes do not adhere to the Club’s Constitution, By-laws, codes of conduct, rules, guidelines and/or policies (altogether “the Club’s Rules”) and may be very disruptive to the Club.  The overall detriment to the Club caused by this disruption can in some cases outweigh the overall goal and benefit of maintaining an open door membership policy.
2.  The Club therefore has adopted an internal blacklisting policy in the following terms.  It is recognised that any blacklisting should only be adopted in special circumstances as described below.
3.  Members and/or their families can only be considered for blacklisting if:

· They have seriously or repeatedly breached any of the Club’s Rules, and 
· They have been warned that their conduct or action or series of actions is in breach of the Club’s Rules and they have either:
· Refused to obey the Club’s Rules, or
· Repeatedly breached the Club’s Rules, or
· Provided inadequate reasons for breaching the Club’s Rules, or
· Acted in any other way which indicates a clear disrespect for the Club’s Rules

4. Any member of the Club’s Management Committee who considers that a playing member and/or her family should be blacklisted (“Offending Member”) must first make a written submission to the Club’s Executive Committee (via the Club President) at least 4 weeks prior to the start of the Club’s registration period for any season.  The written submission must contain at least the following information:
· Name and age of the player relevant to the Offending Member

· Reasons for the proposed blacklisting of the Offending Member

· In particular:

· The historical breach or breaches of Club’s Rules

· The details of any warning or warnings given to the Offending Member

· The Offending Member’s responses to any such warning or warnings.

· Any supporting documentation as appropriate to support the submission, including third party statements etc.
5.  The Executive Committee will promptly consider any such submission for blacklisting and take such action as is reasonable and appropriate for the Club in all the circumstances, including asking for further information from any source and (if appropriate in all the circumstances) seeking to educate the Offending Member of the importance of adhering to the Club’s Rules. The Executive Committee will have particular regard to the balance of the overall detriment to the Club against the open door membership policy referred to in paragraph 1 above.
6.  In special circumstances and in the absence of viable and practical alternatives, the Executive Committee may decide to blacklist the Offending Member.  In that case:

· The President, in consultation with the Registrar, will take appropriate action to advise the Offending Member that registration will not be offered to the Offending Member in the future or until further notice, as the case may be.
· The Executive Committee’s decision will be noted to the Management Committee at its next meeting.

7. This Policy is subject at all times to the rights of Club members under the Constitution.
