· national representation and/or MVP awards
· umpiring levels achieved from C badge and above
· umpiring at state or national levels
· coaching at regional (Coastals), state or national levels
3.  The Committee will provide a grant of up to $150 (as deemed appropriate by the Committee) to all Tingara players who are selected in the final squads for any state or national teams.  For the avoidance of doubt:
· "train ons" do not qualify for these grants
· no application from the representative is required for the grant
